Chometz after Pesach 

Chometz she’ovr olov ha Pesach is any Chometz held over Passover under Jewish ownership. This Chometz 

may not be used or sold after Pesach begins, as a penalty for failure to properly rid the Chometz from 

Jewish ownership either by destruction or by selling to a non-Jew before Pesach care should be taken not 

to benefit after Pesach from chometz or leaven belonging to a Jew who did not, or who is suspected of 

not having sold the chometz before Pesach.

In general, all property and pos-
sessions must be cleaned and 

checked to make sure that they 

are free of all chometz, except 

in the following cases: 

If during the year, chometz is 

not brought into a place, that 

place does not have to be 

cleaned out or checked for Cho-

metz (Orach Chaim 433:3 and 

Mishna Berurah 17). 

Any article that is not used on 

Pesach does not need to be 

checked for chometz provided it 

is put away properly and the 

chometz in it is sold. 

Crumbs that have been ren-

dered completely inedible to the 

extent that they are not fit to be 

eaten by a dog are not consid-

ered chometz (Orah Chaim 

442:2) 

It is customary that an 

item to be koshered should 

not be used for hot cho-

metz for 24 hours prior to 

koshering, in order that should 

not be a ben-yomo. 

Floors - In our times we don’t 

have earthen floors with deep 

cracks in them. It is sufficient for 

tiled or covered floors to be 

swept and washed with a house-

hold floor cleaner. Cracks and 

spaces between tiles do not have 

to be checked if the cleaning 

solution reaches into them. 

Food cabinets - If the cabinet 

is not going to be used on 

Pesach, then you just have to lock 

it or seal it in a manner that will 
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remind you not to use it on Pesach, 

and sell it with the chometz. 

If the cabinet is going to be 

used on Pesach, take out all 

the food, and wash it with a 

rag soaked in a household 

cleaner. Be sure the clean-

sing agent reaches into all 

the cracks and soaks into any 

crumbs that might be left there. The 

usual practice is to line the cabinets 

(Orach Chaim 442:2). 

Refrigerator - Take the food out, 

and wash the refrigerator with a 

rag soaked in a household cleaner. 

The racks are usually covered. It is 

advisable to leave holes for air 

circulation. 

Kashering sinks: 

♦ Clean the sinks well. 

♦ It is customary that no hot cho-

metz be poured into the sinks 

for 24 hours before. 

♦ Pour boiling water into sinks 

and on their sides. 

♦ Some people pour bleach in 

the drain followed by boiling wa-

ter. 

♦ One should line the sinks (e.g. with 

a plastic insert or contact paper. 

Faucet taps - Cleaning without 

any other kashering procedure, is 

sufficient. 

Marble and stainless steel 

counter - If they were used for hot 

chometz, then a) Clean them well. 

b) Preferably (if this will not ruin the 

countertop) pour boiling hot water 

on them. c)Cover counters com-

pletely so that nothing for Pesach 

touches them. 

Tabletops - Wash them 

with a household cleaner. 

The usual practice is to 

cover the tables. 

Kashering the stove - 

There are many different 

types of stoves and ovens 

and it is not within the scope of this 

talk to discuss all of them. If you have 

any questions, consult the Rav. 

Pots, pans, dishes, silverware - 

Whatever is not going to be used for 

Pesach should either be locked up or 

put away and sealed in a manner 

that will remind you not to use it on 

Pesach. If there is a possibility of ac-

tual chometz in them, the chometz 

should be sold, following the general 

rule that any article not used on 

Pesach does not need to be checked 

for chometz provided it is put away 

properly and the chometz in it is sold. 

If you do not sell chometz, they should 

be either washed or soaked in house-

hold cleaner; it is not necessary to 

scrub them (Mishnah Berurah 442:33 

amd Sjaar Tesjivaj 12). (Concerning 

koshering utensils for Pesach, consult 

the Rav.) 

Food processor/mixer - One 

should have separate bowls, beaters 

and blades for Pesach. Clean the out-

side base and the inside motor area 

where chometz can reach. 

Dishtowels - It is customary to have 

a set of dishtowels especially for 

Pesach. However, if one does not 

have a Pesach set , then regular dish-

towels may be used if they are 

washed with a detergent and no food

Clothes that will not be 

worn on Pesach do not 

have to be checked, 

but they should be put 

away and the chometz 

in them sold. 

Toys - If there 

is edible cho-

metz on the 

toys, then it 

should be ei-

ther removed 

or rendered inedi-

ble. There is no need 

to scrub toys. 

Food that falls - 

Food that falls onto a 

chair or onto the floor 

on Pesach should be 

washed off for hygi-

enic reasons. The item 

does not become cho-

metz even if the food 

is hot. 

remains attached to 

them. 

Pesach Tablecloths - 

These can be ironed with 

the same iron used during 

the rest of the year. 

Clothes, blankets, 

pockets, etc. - 

If they have 

been washed 

in detergent 

or dry-

cleaned, then 

there is no need 

for them to be 

checked following the 

rule that the general ob-

ligation to check for and 

destroy crumbs does not 

apply if the crumbs are 

less than the size of an 

olive (a kezayis), and are 

dirty or spoiled enough 

to prevent a person from 

eating them. If they have 

not been washed, they 

need to be cleaned and 

checked thoroughly by 

brushing or shaking them 

out well. However, if 

there is a possibility of 

crumbs between the 

stitches or in a hidden 

crevice that cannot be 

shaken out, then they 

must be wiped with a rag 

that has been soaked in 

a detergent (Orach 

Chaim 442:2; Mishnah 
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be eaten on Pesach, ac-

cording to Ashkenazic 

practice except by the sick 

or elderly who may not be 

able to eat regular mat-

zoh. 

Kitniyos—legumes such 

as corn, beans and rice 

may not be eaten by Ash-

kenazim on Pesach. Sefar-

dim who use these products 

(and Quinoa) must ascer-

tain whether these prod-

ucts contain additives, or 

vitamins and must check 

such products for extrane-

ous matter.  

Be aware that: 

♦ Lecithin is sometimes 

listed as an “emulsifier” 

and corn syrup as 

“glucose.” Canned 

vegetables require spe-

cial Pesach certification. 

♦ Many frozen vegetable 

plants process pasta and 

breaded vegetables on 

the same equipment. 

♦ Eggs should be pur-
chased before Passover 

as the chicken feed may 

contain chometz and it is 

a custom to not eat eggs 

laid during Pesach. 

♦ Remember to open wine 

and matza before yom 

tov. 

Make sure a reliable Ko-

sher for Passover certifica-

tion appears on the pack-

age. Even washed or proc-

essed—peeled, washed, 

shredded fruits and vegeta-

bles may have certain anti-

oxidants that are not Kosher 

for Passover. 

Don’t assume the product 

is kosher for Passover just 

because it is in the Passover 

section of the supermarket. 

Often, Kosher for Passover 

and non-Kosher for Passover 

products have identical 

packaging, except for the 

“P” symbol. Even with the 

best intentions, a non-Kosher 

for Passover item could be 

purchased inadvertently. 

Not all Kashrus certifica-

tions are created equal. A 

knowledgeable kosher con-

sumer reduces the chance of 

buying “Kosher for Pass-

over” products that may not 

qualify for a consumer’s 

personal Kosher of Passover 

standards.  

Stores often do not re-

move Chometzdik matzos 

from the shelves even after 

the store is stocked with Ko-

sher for Passover products. 

Matzoh made with fruit 

juice or eggs, which includes 

“Kosher for Passover” Egg 

Matzohs, Egg Matzoh 

Crackers, White Grape 

Matzoh and others may not

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Passover Lasagna 

12 Matzas slightly dampened 8 oz pkg. Farmers Cheese 

4 eggs 1 tsp nutmeg 

1 lb. mozzarella cheese, grated 2 jars (24 oz each) tomato sauce 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees F. You will need two (9X13) pans. In a me-

dium brown, mix together farmers cheese, eggs and nutmeg. Set aside. 

Pour a thin layer of tomato sauce on the bottom of each pan. Place two 

matzas on top of the sauce. You can fill in the empty space with broken 

pieces. Next place layer of the cheese mixture in both pans, using about 

1/4 of the mixture for each pan. Sprinkle a small amount of mozzarella 

cheese over the farmers cheese, then cover with a layer of sauce. Add an-

other layer of matzas, then the remaining farmers cheese. Add another 

layer of sauce and a final layer of matzas. Cover the tops of the matzas 

with mozzarella cheese.  

Bake about 45 minutes until cheese is nicely melted and browning. Serves 

12 guest who claim they are not really hungry.
