“Reaching New Heights: A Musical Tribute to the Jewish Woman” A Success!

Heights Jewish Center Synagogue debuted their series of events celebrating their 150t anniversary with a women's concert
starring Katia Bolotin that took place Wednesday evening, June 10 at the shul. A member of Heights Jewish Center, Bolotin is
not only a pianist, singer and songwriter, she is also a life coach and motivational speaker and she was able to utilize all of her
talents that evening, in a musical tribute to the Jewish woman.

The intimate setting was created by transforming what shul members know as the “kiddush room” into a warm and elegant
atmosphere, complete with a stunning baby grand piano sitting on a specially built stage, lit by stage lights and surrounded by
flowers and candles, giving the room an intimate feel, despite the fact that the room was packed full of women. This intimacy
served as a petfect backdrop for Bolotin's performance, as one audience member remarked that Bolotin has a gift of endearing
her audience to her with her personal anecdotes and friendly rapport.

Bolotin was accompanied by Jewish women musicians including: Ruth Fingerhut-Tamkin on the violin, Hudi Neuman on
percussion, Laura Rabinowitz on the viola, Miriam Rabinowitz on the cello, Joy Schwartz on the flute and Rivki Silver on the
clarinet as well as the Fuchs Mizrachi girls’ acapella choir, “Mizrachi Mayhen,” whose members include’ Hadas Benshoshan,
Jessica Borison, Leah Glazer, Ariella Kossin, Devra Laserson and Sara Shamir With these women and vocalists, Avigail Fant,
Devra Laserson, Chanie Neuman, Andrea Rosen, Yael Schwartz and Gavriella Waxman, Bolotin succeeded in showcasing the

vast and strong talents of her fellow Jewish women.

Before Bolotin began the evening with an impressive amount of musical delights, most of which were composed and written
by Bolotin herself, she introduced herself, welcomed women one and all, no matter her age, or religious affiliation and assured
the audience that they are more than what modern-day media portrays Jewish women to be Bolotin declared that she is
passionate about uprooting the negative and inaccurate stereotypes that often surround Jewish women in today’s society.

Bolotin displayed this passion even further as, before she broke for intermission, she surprised five audience members, five
woman who she asserted “inspire her,” with bouguets of roses. Young or old, religious or secular, these women had one thing
in common: they were strong Jewish matriarchs, one being Bolotin’s own mother, embodying what she attested make an ideal

Jewish woman — commitment to a life of Torah and mitzvot and a strong devotion to family.

Each musical arrangement was preceded by a brief explanation of the history of the piece we were about to hear, a D'var
Torah, or an inspiring lesson. This fact, along with the variety of vocalists and musicians throughout the different
arrangements kept the event lively and exciting One audience member attested that what was perhaps most impressive and
unique about the evening was how the different performers, of different ages, abilities and religious levels all came together in
a melodious harmony, creating a beautiful evening for one and all
