PURIM IS COMING, BUT THIS IS NO JOKE! 
                            A Letter Sponsored by Project Inspire 

 

In Vayikra 19:16, the Torah tells us:  “…you shall not stand aside while your fellow’s blood is shed – I am Hashem.”  
If we saw someone drowning and no one else was around, wouldn’t we do everything we could to rescue them?  How 
much more so if we were talking about a child who didn’t know her life was at risk? This is precisely the situation of 

the majority of our Jewish brothers and sisters, who are drowning – not in a river, not in a lake, but in an ocean of 
assimilation, whose spiritual lives are being destroyed by their lack of knowledge of and their misconceptions about 
the Torah way of life.  It’s a crisis of major proportions, one which puts the entire future of Judaism in the Western 

world at risk. 
 

We are standing here.  We are watching it happen.  Many of us say, “Tsk, tsk, what a shanda,” and go on with our 
lives.  But we can do more than that.  We can jump in with many life-saving techniques.  Moreover, we know that we 

are obligated and responsible to act.  And we don’t have to do it alone – there are many others standing at our side. 
 

Project Inspire offers tools to reach out, to draw our fellow Jews closer – closer to Judaism, closer to Torah, closer to 
G-d.  You may already be aware of the “Easy Outreach” gifts that are made available several times a year.  These are 

pre-packaged, very reasonably-priced small gifts to give to those with whom we want to develop a relationship.  
Developing relationships is one of the main thrusts of Project Inspire.   In outreach, the first step is always to see the 
“other” as “us”, to make others feel valued for being exactly who they are.  When there is only “us”, acts of kindness, 

friendship and love naturally follow.  This can be seen in the following true story: 
 

A young frum family moved to a street of mostly non-observant, older Jewish couples, and had  very little 
relationship with any of them.  After summoning up the courage to give one of their  neighbors a Project Inspire 
Rosh Hashanah gift, they were astounded by the neighbor’s response  of gratitude and appreciation.  This led to an 

invitation to the neighbor to eat in the new young family’s sukkah.  After the dinner, the neighbor said:  “Honey, I 
can’t tell you how much this has meant to me.  This meal did more for me than my Temple’s holiday services – I 

didn’t really feel the High Holidays until now.” 
 

All it takes is a willingness to reach out – people are waiting for us to do just that. We need to take the first step, and 
Hashem will do the rest.  If every member of the congregation would think of one not-yet observant person or family 

to whom they could reach out and share a gift, what an impact that would make!  There is always someone within your 
sphere to whom you can give a small gift:  the clerk at the grocery store, the receptionist at the doctor’s or dentist’s 

office, the doctor or dentist – the opportunities are limited only by limited vision.  Let’s expand our vision.  Not only 
can each of us make a difference, we must!
